Irvine, California 

October 8-11, 2009 
 

 In route to Irvine on the first leg of my flight from Waco to Dallas, I had the privilege of sitting 

beside a gentleman who has been blind for five years as the result of two car accidents.  He shared with 

me his struggle to regain control of his life and turn a negative experience into something positive.  By the 

time we said goodbye in Dallas, all thoughts of my job and mundane life experiences had evaporated, and 

I was encouraged by his story and excited about the next few days out of the office.  

 The conference began Thursday morning with a presentation by Justice Edward Wallin who 

discussed the use of mediation and arbitration as alternatives to trial.  He emphasized the fact that the 

mediator is the attorney, or advocate, for the settlement and does not represent the lawyers nor the clients.  

He also stressed the confidentiality aspect of mediation.  The second presenter, Judge Kim Hubbard, 

spoke on the prevalence of elder abuse.  She stressed the need for the attorney to incorporate a check and 

balance system into estate planning documents.  For example, if only one child is appointed as the agent 

under the parentsô powers of attorney, the parent may give the other child or children the right to review 

what the agent is doing. 

 During the noon hour, everyone connected with old friends and headed out for lunch.  The 

weather was just perfect, so our little group walked to a nearby restaurant ï this being one of the two 

times we left the hotel.  Did I say we stay busy during these conferences?  Following lunch, Jennifer 

Contini, Senior Deputy District Attorney for Orange County, explained how DNA evidence has proven 

effective in all types of cases.  She stated that although it is easy to miss something if you are not looking 

for it, DNA is everywhere ï on the steering wheel of a car, inside a glove, on a walkie talkie ï and it 

always tells a story. 

 Next came the Swap Meet where unique items were offered for sale by chapters, states and 

regions.  I am pleased to report that Texas ALP sold 13 luggage handle wraps.  And then to dinner on 

your own ï my second and last time out of the hotel. 

 Friday began with the Welcome/Conference Kick Off during which NALS President Julie 

Abernathy informed the members of a new program beginning November 1 and continuing for two years.  

Each member who recruits five new members in their category of membership within 12 months will 

receive a waiver of his/her dues for one year; and each of those five new members who signs up five new 

members within 12 months will receive a waiver of his/her dues for their second year of membership.  

How cool is that!  She also announced that the region whose members return the highest percentage of 

ballots for NALS officers will receive a free registration to the 2010 Professional Development 

Conference in Tulsa next March. 

 The opening keynote speaker, Dr. Gavin Manes, nationally recognized expert in digital forensics, 

discussed collecting, processing (filtering) and converting ESI ï electronically stored information.  He 

referred to the book The CSI Effect which explores the effect of the TV show CSI on juries.  Juries expect 

to see DNA evidence as gathered and processed on TV.  He stated that it is impossible to totally delete or 

destroy digital information; one can only make it economically unfeasible to recover. 

 A box lunch was provided in the exhibit hall at noon so that the members could have the 

opportunity to network and visit with the exhibitors. 

 Of the two afternoon sessions offered - ñSpecial Needs ï Ordinary Peopleò and ñTechnology ï 

Youôve Got Mailò ï I chose the first.  Donna Bashaw, 2008 Woman Lawyer of the Year for Orange 

County, explained the mission of NAELA, the National Academy of Elder Law Attorneys, which is to 
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ñéestablish NAELA members as the premier providers of legal advocacy, guidance and services to 

enhance the lives of people with special needs and people as they age.ò  She stated that 10 years ago, the 

new area of law was elder law.  Now the hot topic in the estate planning area is special needs law ï 

creating trusts designed to help people with disabilities and enable them to receive needs-based public 

benefits. 

 Friday afternoon ended with a silent auction and a live auction benefitting the NALS Foundation.  

Then on to the Welcome Party where food, music and dancing prevailed. 

 Several sessions were available on Saturday ï ñEthics ï Do the Right Thing,ò ñIndustry Trends ï 

9 to 5,ò ñDiversity ï And Justice for All,ò ñBankruptcy ï Gone with the Wind,ò ñComputer Forensics ï 

The Netò and ñCriminal Law ï Drug Case Sentencing in California.ò  Also offered were two focus group 

sessions ï ñThe Economy, the Changing Law Firm Environment, and the Role of the Modern Legal 

Professionalò and ñThe Lean, Mean, óGreenô Machine.ò 

 The first session I chose was ñIndustry Trends ï 9 to 5ò presented by Judith Finnegan, an active 

member of the Association of Law Administrators. She gave an invigorating talk regarding the changing 

face of the legal industry.  Since 2001, 34% of jobs in the legal field have disappeared; therefore, change 

must not be resisted but must be embraced.  It is imperative that we become lifelong learners or be left 

behind. 

 During the last session of the day, a panel of three judges, David Thompson, Erick Larsh and 

Commissioner Ronald Klar, discussed sentencing options for drug offenders in California.  They stated 

that the drug of choice, methamphetamine, rivals the use of prescription drugs, specifically OxyContin.  

The court has the option of sentencing offenders to a school rather than to jail if they meet certain 

requirements, and if the offender completes the school, judgment is not entered in their case.  The drug 

court is a team effort consisting of a judge, counselors and probation officers. 

 During the focus group session on the economy, hosted by Texas ALPôs own Donna Dendy, the 

members discussed the future of the law firm in five and ten years.  The results?  Paperless offices, 

working from home (or anywhere but the office), support staff teams.  Wow! 

 The ñGreenò Machine focus group shared ideas used in their workplaces to create an 

environmentally friendly office.  Check http://twitter.com/nalsgreenteam for great suggestions. 

 During the Region 6 meeting, director Tina Hurley reported that a total profit of $2,693.94 was 

realized from the Region 6 meeting in Little Rock and will be split between AALS, who hosted the 

meeting, and Region 6.  Region 6 will donate $1,000 to the NALS Foundation for a Circle Donation.  The 

next Region 6 conference will be held in Jackson/Pearl, Mississippi, on July 15-18, 2010. 

 Saturdayôs events culminated with the NALS Foundation raffle drawing and the Purple Carpet 

Gala.  The stars who graced us with their presence at the Gala are too numerous to mention.  However, a 

select few were chosen to receive the coveted awards.  Best Actress ï Dee Beardsley (Mae West); Best 

Actor ï Patti Infanti (W. C. Fields); Best Supporting Actress ï Karen Becker (Annette Funicello); Best 

Supporting Cast ï Region 8; and Peoples Choice ï Ann Lang (Cruella DeVille).  Thanks to the 

participation of all the talented stars and all those who purchased items in the auction and raffle, the 

money collected for the Foundation was $19,722.95! 

 The conference ended on a high note Sunday morning with motivational speaker, Lisa Marie 

Platske, encouraging us to increase our sphere of influence by the power of motivation.  She defined 

motivation as the forces that make us move in a particular way, the goal of which is to increase our desire 

to work to the best of our ability.  She challenged us to ask ourselves these questions:  Who am I?  What 

do I do?  Why does it matter?
